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Abstract: Educational Action Research founded in Thomas Dewey’s writings, the American
educational philosopher of the 1920s and 30s, is focused on the idea of having professional
educators involved in community problem-solving. Its practitioners operate notably out of
educational institutions, and focus on development of curriculum, professional growth, and
applying learning in a social context. It is often the case where university-based action
researchers, work with primary and secondary school teachers and students on community
projects. What separates this type of research from general professional practices, consulting,
or daily problem solving, is the emphasis on scientific research study, which is to say the
researcher studies the problem systematically and ensures the intervention following the
updated theoretical considerations. This paper investigates teachers of English as a Foreign
Language: views, practices, and difficulties in conducting educational action research; thus
aiming to reveal the current situation on the subject matter, and hoping to find answers to
questions like: “Are teachers aware of the importance of Educational action research? How do
they practice it?” “Moreover, what are the challenges they believe are hindering the
conduction of educational action research?”. This study was conducted in Setif 2 University
Algeria, and participants included 30 permanent teachers working in the department of
English language and literature. This paper further discusses the findings of this research
study, and recommends suggestions for teachers willing to conduct educational action
research, for the ultimate goal of improving education quality.

In this context,
Sustainable Development Education is a key concept that addresses the educational process
from a holistic and transformational perspective that shifts emphasis from teaching to learning
and focuses on action, transformation and problem solving, a process where key competencies
are developed to promote Sustainable Development. Thus, the quality of education needs to
be redefined from the perspective of Sustainable Development goals, and education must be
matched with the actual, real needs of the individual as part of the society in which they
integrate. In our opinion, the quality of education is not reflected in the number and quality of
documents drawn up by executives and teachers, but in the relevance of the formal and non-
formal educational processes implemented from the point of view of developing students'
attitudes, desirable social behaviors and skills. Sustainable Development pedagogy must
reconcile the content taught with students' individual characteristics and local particularities,
because only then the information provided to students can be integrated into their cognitive,
motivational, and behavioral systems. We therefore believe that primary education is an
essential stage in the formation of models of knowledge and action in students, which is why
finding the relationships between the theoretical content and its practical application is a good
approach to learning for Sustainable Development.

In the short period of the 7 years, the Prince
historically and administratively founded a functional and European state - the modern
Romania. My ancestor, Alexandru loan Cuza, has over time transmitted the image of a full
cleverness and inspiration, spirit, science and conscience personality in the prosperity of the
Romanian nation existence and modern Romania. For the founding of the modern Romanian
state, the Prince set two basic concepts to the collective mentality progress: justice and
culture (Nicole lorga). The fruits of intense change and valor of the Prince are seen as a red
thread over time.

Motivation for Learning and Parenting Style Perception for Primary School Pupil

Abstract: The current article is based on the specialized literature in the field of education
and parenting style for the primary school pupil. It is assumed that there are direct linear
relationships (positive and negative) between the scores of learning motivation and the scores
of parental style perception (involvement, warmth, support for autonomy; it is assumed that
there are statistically significant gender differences between the scores of learning motivation
scores and those of parental style.The results indicated a significant correlation between the
learning motivation and the parental style. There are no statistically significant correlations as
to the gender of the research participants. The results were analyzed in terms of their relevance
for the personal correlated model of learning motivation. Also, we pointed out the importance
of results for learning motivation among the school population and the design of intervention
programs focused on counterproductive consequences prevention.

Abstract: This work brings to the fore the teacher-student relationship and aims to bring
some solutions to discipline problems that could occur during classes. A different approach to
the traditional as using discipline, focusing on understanding the student’s behaviour, first (of
what it deals with such an attitude repeatedly during office hours) and then, depending on the
particularities of each displays, will determine the steps that should be followed to improve
the situation. They identified four patterns of student’s behavior (according to the Austrian
psychiatrist and educator Rudolf Dreikurs), and proposed solutions to each case.

Abstract: This paper will introduce the New Zealand early childhood curriculum, TeWhariki,
highly recognized locally and internationally as a progressive and unique document, a
framework for learning and teaching in the early years. TeWhariki is an indication of quality
education in a bi/multicultural society, where people’s identities and cultures are affirmed.
This article will introduce a brief history of New Zealand, followed by a presentation of the
Treaty of Waitangi and an overview of the early childhood services. Biculturalism and
multiculturalism are introduced as frameworks for applying TeWhariki in practice. The last
part will conclude with a learning story about the settling in of an immigrant child in a
childcare centre.

Postpiagetian
School starts from the prerequisites of continuous abstraction of information, whereas two
logically equivalent situations can be treated completely differently by the same child,
depending on the knowledge of the characteristics of each situation. Education for Sustainable
Development becomes a broad educational context in which external stimuli, intelligence are
dependent on external conditions and on how the accumulated information projects on
children, resulting in different ways of perception (Claude Bastien, PUF). Knowledge as such
as well as current psycho-pedagogical methodologies are related to putting the child in a
context with factors that can influence child cognitive functionality, motivational nature,
psycho-motor and physical evolution, social relation and autonomy. Consequently, the inside
situation of the child, the code of change in the psycho-pedagogical discourse, as well as the
possibility of multiple and genuine reactions tend to be successful factors of learning in
sustainable development education.

The
didactic game is the support of the didactic process and a means of delimiting, fixing and
intervening on the educational content and objectives, and the development of the vocabulary
is a suprasegmental psycho-pedagogical unit. Our research has shown that vocabulary
development is a regulator and self-regulator element of inverse connection in the didactic
process approached as a cybernetic system from the perspective of systemic correlations
between the didactic act, the development of cognitive abilities and vocabulary. Success
factors in child development also have correlations in the child's educational environment

Rezumat: Studiul nostru s-a desfasurat pe un lot de 25 de copii si parintii acestora din cadrul
Gradinitei nr 1 Pantelimon, Ilfov. Tema studiului face parte dintr-un program de consiliere
educationala pentru adaptarea copiilor din gradinita la scolaritate. Metodele de cercetare au
fost variate: testul sociometric, observarea participativd, analiza documentara (surse primare -
studiul documentelor personale), metoda chestionarului. Pentru a contura interventia noastra
in vederea adaptdrii scolare, am urmarit doud dimensiuni: adaptare pedagogica
(instructionald) si adaptarea normativa si relationald. Pentru prima dimensiune, adaptarea
pedagogica (instrumentald), am stabilit ca indicator randamentul scolar. Randamentul scolar
este reflectat in analizele noastre prin evaluarile sumative scolare din grupa mare nr.2 a
Gradinitei Pantelimon nr.1, Ilfov. Pentru adaptarea normativa si relationald, am aplicat testul
sociometric $i am constatat corelatii intre capacitatea normativa si relationala si randamentul
scolar. In cadrul activitatilor de interventie educationala, am constatat ca este necesar sa
includem pe acei copii cu o imagine de sine scdzutd, cu varsta cuprinsa intre 5 si 6 ani,
precum si pe parintii acestora.

Abstract: Our study was conducted on a group of 25 children and their parents from
Kindergarten no. 1 Pantelimon, llfov. The subject of the study is part of an educational
counseling program for adapting children from kindergarten to school. Research methods
were varied: sociometric test, participatory observation, documentary analysis (primary
sources - study of personal documents), questionnaire method. To illustrate our intervention
for school adaptation, we have pursued two dimensions: pedagogical (instructional)
adaptation and normative and relational adaptation. For the first dimension, the pedagogical
(instrumental) adaptation, we set the school performance as an indicator. School performance
is reflected in our analyzes through school summative assessments in the large group No.2 of
Pantelimon Kindergarten 1, llfov. For normative and relational adaptation, we applied the
sociometric test and we found correlations between normative and relational capacity and
school performance. In educational intervention activities, we found it necessary to include
those children with a low self-image, aged between 5 and 6, as well as their parents.

Rezumat: Studiul nostru preleveaza date de teren privind gandirea critica din cadrul
Gradinitei din comuna Luica, sat Valea Stanii, jud. Calarasi. In formularea ipotezei de
cercetare, am luat Tn calcul atat factorii obiectivi cat si pe cei subiectivi: psihologia si nivelul
grupel, particularititile de varsta si individuale ale prescolarilor, mediul educogen.

In formulating the research hypothesis, we have
taken into account both objective and subjective factors: psychology and group level, age and
individual peculiarities of preschoolers, educational environment. We applied the project
method (activity projects in the Units and Trades unit), which encourages the child's
positioning in the situation of exploring, becoming critical and independent, the method of
participatory observation, as well as the questionnaire method for identifying the potential of
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the educational environment of children. From the qualitative and quantitative analysis of the
research data, it has emerged that the three dominant ones that we pursue for the formation of
critical thinking are hierarchized in this way - autonomy and independence, critical spirit and
exploration - and are in direct correlation with the indicators pursued in the educational
environment.

Abstract: Our study aims to collect data on the educational valences of the narrative text for
the students in the preparatory class as well as some critical thinking training parameters, such
as: the circulation of an adequate vocabulary, correct expression, the development of
successive and logical thinking structures, and autonomy in related activities, expressing
opinions, desires, feelings. We applied the method of projects, which encourages the child's
positioning to explore the narrative text and to transfer certain acquired skills into real life, to
become critical and independent; also, the participatory observation. The research was carried
out on a group of 12 pupils from the preparatory class of the " Sfintii Trei Ierarhi " High
School, Bucharest. The quantitative and qualitative analysis of field data revealed the
hierarchy of evolutionary parameters of critical thinking formation and correlations to
optimize the formation of critical thinking.
